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1. Lot Size and Building Envelope
a. Given front, rear and side yard setbacks, will your home plan fit in the building envelope?
b. If you have a home plan, consult the Preliminary Plat at www.CarityLand.com for dimensions. 
c. Front setbacks are 30’, side yard setbacks are 12.5’ and rear yard setbacks are 25’. 
Corner Lots have a 30’ front yard setback and 25’ side street setback.
d. We understand many people may have not narrowed down a home plan at this time and that is ok. 
Please keep in mind though that when you select a plan in the future, it will have to fit on the lot you choose. 
e. Every single lot in Kirkland Crossing will accommodate at a minimum - a 65’ wide home. 
2. Grade Types - Flat, Partial Exposure, and Full Exposure
a. The grading plan dictates the type of exposure allowed on each lot. You can not deviate from this plan. 
b. A partial exposure has a 4’ grade difference and there is an ability to have windows in a basement that 
will look out onto the yard. 
c. A full exposure has an 8’- 9’ grade difference and there is the ability to walk out onto the yard. 
d. Do you have a need to have a flat backyard? Consider grades behind building envelope, too. 
e. If you have the need for a certain grade, please consult the Preliminary Grading Plat at www.CarityLand.com
